BERRY, CHARLES
Charles is a 71-year-old gentleman with history of malignant neoplasm of the right kidney involving the right pelvis. His cancer is now stage IV involving kidney, bones, and adjacent organs. He also suffers from severe emphysema, oxygen dependent at 2 L with shortness of breath at all times. He has now become total ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. He is eating very little. He complains of pain which is new to the right ribs most likely related to his cancer, since renal cancer loves to metastasize to the bone. The patient requires pain medication around the clock. He is dyspneic. He is weak. He requires turning around the clock. KPS score is at 50%. He has lost 6 pounds since last certification and remains hospice appropriate, expected to die in six months given his advanced disease with distant metastasis and now with severe pain and endstage COPD.
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
