JONES, DONNIE
This is a 71-year-old gentleman on hospice currently with a history of pancreatic cancer. He since last certification is sleeping more about 18 to 20 hours a day, has a KPS score of 40%, severe weakness. He lives with his wife Vicky who is the primary caregiver. He is no longer able to ambulate with his walker. So, he is bedbound. He requires turning around the clock every two hours to keep the patient from developing bony skin ulcerations. He is ADL dependent, 6/6. He already has a tailbone wound related to his protein-calorie malnutrition which he will never heal which is the opinion of this examiner that he will never heal because of pancreatic cancer, protein-calorie malnutrition, decreased albumin and total protein. He has lost weight 7 pounds. He is eating very little and requires pain medication around the clock to keep him comfortable. The patient continues to do poorly and continues to decline given his pancreatic cancer and most likely has less than six months to live. He will most likely die as a result of his endstage metastatic pancreatic cancer with protein-calorie malnutrition and severe anemia which has lead to his condition as well as his profound weakness and his severe pain that he requires pain medication around the clock. 
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
