MANESS, BETTY
This is an 85-year-old woman being recertified for hospice with history of malignant carcinoid tumor of the colon. The patient’s colorectal cancer has progressed to the point that it is now causing severe pain in the pelvis and abdomen because of bony metastasis. The patient is confused most likely because of brain metastasis. The patient’s other comorbidities include hepatoma which is a cancerous tumor of the liver as well as breast cancer. The patient is no longer a candidate for chemotherapy. The patient has severe pain around the clock with nausea, increased weakness; of course, not eating because of her nausea, has had tremendous weight loss, has a KPS score of 40%. The patient also has femur fracture which is a pathological fracture. requires morphine to control pain. Her daughter Laura is her caregiver and she states that mother is more confused because of both dementia, metastatic disease and morphine. She is no longer able to ambulate and has a KPS score of 40%, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, weight loss of 6 pounds. The patient already weighed less than 100 pounds. Requires position change every two hours to reduce pressure and help of hospice nurse and aides to keep the patient comfortable at home. The patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
