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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with history of progressive lower extremity neuropathy.

Ronald has a clinical history of 100% disability from multiple traumatic incidents including Vietnam area shell shock injury, toxic exposure to Agent Orange and possibly other toxins and additional history of a possible gunshot head injury several years ago as a victim of an attempted homicide.

Dear Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Ronald Haberman for a neurological evaluation.

Ronald presents with a complex medical and trauma history as well as history of exposure to toxic materials over a number of years for which he was a participant in VA care.

By his report, his participation in evaluation and treatment was not very successful.

Today, we reviewed his entire past history regarding these exposures and in consideration of his clinical history of multiple concussive and explosive injuries as well as toxic exposures, I am ordering advanced laboratory testing for neurological disorders that could be associated with his history of possible progressive lower extremity neuropathy.

I am scheduling him for electrodiagnostic studies on the legs to begin with to determine and exclude various neurological conditions that would be contributing to his presentation.

MR imaging of the brain, neck, and lumbar spine will all be completed for evaluation in further consideration of diagnostic testing and need for therapy.
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Today, Ronald who is an intelligent and accomplished man presented with normal affect, but clinical symptoms of some mental regression when questioned about his previous accidents and injuries in military service consistent with his psychiatric diagnosis of PTSD.

I will send a full diagnostic evaluation report after he returns.
