CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 64-year-old female who is seen to establish primary care physician.

HPI: The patient is a 64-year-old female who reports that she has history of prediabetes, but more recently hemoglobin A1c had normalized. She stated that she otherwise is asymptomatic. She has no hematochezia or melena. She has no chest pain or palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. She is in remission from leukemia.

2. She has had hysterectomy.

3. Bone marrow transplant.

4. She requires LP q. monthly.

MEDICATIONS: She is currently on a chemo regimen as she has leukemic cells in her CSF.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with CVA and heart problems. Mother had Alzheimer’s disease and diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She notes rare alcohol use, but denied cigarette smoking or drug use. She is required to have MRI every three months.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Constitutional: She has had no weight gain or weight loss.

Skin: She has intermittent rash.

Eyes: She has impaired vision and wears glasses.

Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination.

Obstetrics/Gynecology: She has never been pregnant.

Psychiatric: She has insomnia.

Hematologic: She has history of leukemia in remission.
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IMPRESSION: This is a 64-year-old female who is noted to have history of hypertension, hypercholesterolemia and is noted to be in remission from leukemia. She currently appears stable. I will order routine labs, EKG and echocardiogram. I will otherwise see her in three months.
