CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient anticipated a travel to New Zealand.

HPI: Please see prior dictated note of 04/26/23. In brief, the patient is 68-year-old male who anticipates travel to New Zealand. He has required cardiovascular clearance. The patient is known to have history of hypertension and CEA dating to 2018. There is further question of whether he may have had a myocardial infarction. He underwent initial evaluation on 04/26/23. He was noted to have an abnormal EKG. He was therefore referred for strep testing and echocardiogram. He underwent exercise treadmill test on 05/02/23. The baseline ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 69 beats per minute. There is slight loss of R-waves in leads V1,V2, and V3 cannot rule out old anteroseptal myocardial infarction at baseline. During stress testing, ST segment are noted to become increasingly elevated in the early precordial leads suggesting some degree of ischemia/injury versus aneurysm. The testing was stopped due to EKG changes. The patient is recommended to have further followup to include nuclear scintigraphy and/or possible left heart catheterization. He is currently not cleared to travel to New Zealand as indicated. Further follow up with this office on a p.r.n basis.
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
