CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of left shoulder pain. The patient also came today as a followup for chronic bronchitis and nicotine dependence.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has cut down smoking significantly and he is on only three cigarettes a day. The patient has occasionally cough without any sputum production. There was no fever or chills.
The patient complained of left shoulder pain and the pain level is 5 or 6 and it is worse upon exertion. The patient has not used any medications for shoulder pain and he is going to start stretching exercises.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol 108 mcg per puff and he takes two puffs three or four times a day as needed.
ALLERGIES: Seasonal allergies in the spring and mild nasal congestion.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

PREVENTIVE CARE: Reviewed and discussed.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his girlfriend. He has no children. The patient works as a driver. Alcohol use and substance abuse are none. Exercise is mostly walking.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, sore throat, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, severe skin rashes, severe back pain, or fatigue.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

CHEST: Chest is symmetrical without any deformity. There is no axillary lymph node enlargement.
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LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. There is no organomegaly.

GENITAL: Examination is unremarkable without any hernia.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

Left shoulder examination reveals tenderness of the shoulder joint anteriorly and range of movement is slightly painful. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact.

SKIN: Skin is healthy without any rashes.
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
