CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed nasal congestion a week ago and he used over-the-counter medication without much relief and the patient then had low-grade fever.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, headache, ear pain, sore throat, cough, high fever, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or skin rashes.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals nasal turbinate hypertrophy with dryness. There is no active bleeding. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Rapid first and second heart sounds without any cardiac murmur and it improved after resting.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable and there is no pedal edema or calf tenderness.
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
