HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 13-year-old young lady with history of sinus pain, sinus infection, and allergic rhinitis a week ago. Today, she woke up with left-sided facial pain and felt like she had pain over her maxillary sinuses, also having some earache and sore throat.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma and gastroesophageal reflux.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period was a week ago. Denies pregnancy. No history of drug use or abuse in the past.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 166 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.4. Respirations 16. Pulse 79. Blood pressure 124/68.

HEENT: TMs are red, left greater than right.
FACE: Facial swelling; slightly more swollen on the left than right. Maxillary sinus pain, left greater than right.

NECK: Anterior lymphadenopathy, left greater than right.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Sinusitis.

2. Left-sided facial swelling.

3. Otitis media.
4. Lymphadenopathy.

5. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

6. Take Augmentin with food and yogurt.

7. Diflucan 200 mg #3 given in case she needs it afterwards because she has required it in the past after antibiotic therapy.
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
