CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is followed up on last week with cough and congestion. According to mother, cough is getting worse with some gagging x1 and minor nosebleed, has a nebulizer with history of asthma, but has not been using inhaler.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Mild asthma.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. No wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with history of mild asthma now with bronchitis.

PLAN: Added Z-PAK to medications to take while finishes up amoxicillin and use Bromfed DM given to brother as needed for cough. Advised to use nebulizer as needed. Follow up p.r.n. and to see PCP and routine care as before.
