CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen for followup, refill on medications with history of seizure, insomnia, anxiety, and depression, asking for a smaller dose on Klonopin and on other medications on Tricare and also complains of right lower molar x5 days with history of dental caries there and three bad teeth.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Within normal limits. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Increased responsiveness and alertness with improved effect on medications discussing condition.

IMPRESSION: Followup as before.
PLAN: He was given refills on his Klonopin with recommending increasing dose to take as needed. Advised to see dentist. Given prescription for amoxicillin. Follow up as needed.
