NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
History of burning skin, back, and arm.

Dear Professional Colleagues,
Thank you for referring Armando Rodriguez for neurological evaluation.

Armando reports that he is having some difficulty with numbness and tingling in his right hand and fingers, sometimes associated with lancinating pain from the pre-wrist area both distally and more superiorly into the arm and the posterior area of the right shoulder.

He denies having any significant cervical problems.

His neurological examination today demonstrates a well-developed, well-nourished, athletic-appearing, right-handed soldier who is alert, oriented, and in no unusual distress.

His grip strength testing shows a Jamar dynamometry grip strength of 60 pounds on the right and 80 pounds on the left.

Sensory examination is intact to touch, pin, temperature, vibration, and proprioception in the extremities in the distal hand fingers without deficits.

Tinel’s sign is slightly positive on the right. Phalen’s maneuver is unremarkable.

Motor examination manually in the proximal and distal right and left upper extremity showed normal bulk, tone and strength with preserved reflexes and preserved motor testing 5/5 bilaterally without impingement or deficits.
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DIAGNOSTIC IMPRESSION:
History and clinical examination suggesting right carpal tunnel syndrome.

History of clinical radicular findings suggesting possible cervical degenerative disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS:
We will schedule him for electrodiagnostic testing of the right upper extremity and cervical MR imaging.

I will see him back for reevaluation completing these tests and reviewing the results with an additional report to you.

PROGNOSIS:
Should he be identified to have carpal tunnel syndrome, then further imaging of the wrist may indicate the anatomical, structural, mechanical location of impingement that would be surgically assessable.

I will send a followup report when he returns.
