Mrs. Hollinger is a 68-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She was diagnosed with multinodular goiter in February 2023. At that time, she was noted to have a dominant nodule on the right and the left measuring 8 mm. She had an FNA biopsy of this nodule and the results showed insufficient cells and therefore, pathology was not able to be concluded. She denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid.

Plan:
1. For her multinodular goiter, she had a thyroid ultrasound dated February 2023, and this showed a dominant nodule on the left and the right measuring 8 mm. They attempted an FNA biopsy of this nodule and the results were inconclusive due to insufficient cells. At this point, due to the fact that the nodules are below 1 cm, I am going to recommend a yearly thyroid ultrasound followup and her next thyroid ultrasound will be due in February 2024.

2. I will also order a baseline thyroid function study including a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level.

3. I will also include a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

4. The patient will have labs drawn this week and we will review the results with her over the phone and then, if everything is normal, then we will plan on seeing the patient in one year. If her thyroid function studies come back abnormal then we will plan on scheduling the patient to review the results of the abnormal studies.
