SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: High blood pressure.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denies pain. Denies nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. Denies headaches. Denies chills. Denies myalgia. Denies increased temperature.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 98%at room air

Blood pressure 148/78.

Pulse 64

Respirations 18

Temperature 97.8.

Right index finger sutures in good repair #3.

No evidence of secondary infection. She has full range of motion of DIPJ. Capillary refill less than two seconds. Sensation is normal.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. 

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.

2. Finger laceration status post suture 11 days ago doing better. The patient indicated that she received a tetanus shot approximately one year ago.
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PPROCEDURE:

Suture removal using a forceps and iris scissors, #3 sutures removed without complications. There was no bleeding.
