HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Amber is a 39-year-old woman, seen by Dr. Kreit who has got her treated with anxiety medication which she does not remember.
She has somewhat of a scaly rash on her body in between her breasts, under her breasts and her forehead. Her son has similar rash as well. She is doing well with the current medication. There is no sign of suicidal ideation or thoughts.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression, anxiety, scoliosis and bipolar disorder.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tubal ligation, C-section, and cholecystectomy.
ALLERGIES: CODEINE.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period was last week. She does not smoke. She does not drink. She does not use drugs.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 137 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 96/60.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Evidence of rash about the chest wall.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Rash.

2. Consistent with tinea.

3. May use a combination of nystatin and triamcinolone.

4. Lamisil 250 mg once a day.

5. Come back in two weeks.

6. I would like to do liver function tests, but she has to change her insurance, make us her primary before she can do that. She will make a phone call and have the liver function tests done ASAP before we start the Lamisil to make sure there is no evidence of liver disease.
7. She has had no history of liver damage or liver issues in the past. She does not drink alcohol either.
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
