The patient presents with history of having fever of 102 last night with stomachache last night.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever with abdominal discomfort for two days without vomiting or diarrhea.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of asthma without medications.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Has tubes.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Decreased appetite. Past Medical History: Occasional mild asthma.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.9. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing done which were negative.
DIAGNOSIS: Viremia.

PLAN: Advised to continue to monitor temperature with Tylenol or ibuprofen as needed. No other indicated treatment at this time. No evidence of any acute abdomen. Parents to observe with further evaluation including going to the emergency room as needed.
