Mother states irritation of skin in pelvic area increasing for the past few days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Genital rash for two days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past Medical History: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly. Genitalia: Erythematous lesions noted in the perineal, paralabial and proximal thighs without evidence of cellulitis or bacterial infection. Skin: Negative except for diaper rash. Neurological: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Simple diaper rash, followed with yeast secondary infection.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Mycolog-II, use sparingly. Follow up with pediatrician as needed with barrier creams and frequent change of diapers.
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
