CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient with history of chest pressure, cough, and sore throat x1 day.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, sore throat, and congestion with hoarseness for two days, slight pain with inspiration and pain in back, increased inspiration yesterday and slight shortness of breath today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Bronchial dysplasia as preemie, has had a normal tracheal placement, feeding tube still and uses this off and on.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Lung problems past several years. Past history of being a preemie at 24 weeks; weight 1 pound 3 ounces, stayed in hospital for 10.5 months. History of undeveloped lung, history of bronchial dysplasia per lung doctor at Texas Children’s with inhaler for, getting some feeding tube intermittently.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Chest x-ray obtained showed no abnormality.
IMPRESSION: Bronchial dysplasia, preemie, upper respiratory infection with apparent early viral pneumonia right middle lobe.

PLAN: The patient was given Rocephin 1 g IM with prescription for Ceftin and Zithromax. Follow up with PCP and ER as needed and here if not able to see PCP. Respiratory precautions also given. Follow up in two days as needed.
