CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of bites noted in the past couple of days, itchy and also complains of recurrence of cough last night and pain in knees cleared now.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative other than frequent clinic visits for minor illnesses.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Skin: Two to three scattered papular lesions on forearms without evidence of cellulitis or infection, slightly minimal inflammation. Extremities: Within normal limits otherwise. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Questionable pharyngeal erythema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
The patient has strep and flu tests performed which were both negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory viral with history of bronchitis and insect bite with early secondary impetigo.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for mupirocin and Zithromax with room precautions. Follow up as needed here and with PCP as discussed before.
