Dear Dr. Bar:
I had the pleasure of seeing Karen Green today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 78-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who on 12/29/2022 fell and fractured the left arm. Since then she cannot move the first, second and third fingers of the left hand. She was seen by the orthopedic. No surgery done. She has kidney failure and on hemodialysis. Initially her left hand was in the cast. She is having pain in the left hand. She cannot cut the meat with the left hand. 
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Stroke, diabetes mellitus, depression, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, TIA, fibromyalgia, anemia, osteoporosis, and chronic kidney disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: CODEINE, DARVON, DEMEROL, ERYTHROMYCIN, KEFLEX and NSAID.

MEDICATIONS: Renvela, acetaminophen, pantoprazole, and pravastatin.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She smokes six cigarettes per day. She does not drink alcohol. She is widowed, lives in the assisted living.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she is having weakness and numbness in the left hand.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 150/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor system examination strength 5/5 except left hand grip 1/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed decreased pinprick and vibratory sensation in the left hand.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 79-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Left-sided carpal tunnel syndrome.

2. History of stroke.

3. Depression.
4. History of TIA.

At this time, I would like to order the EMG of the upper extremity. I would like to see her back in my office in one month.
