The patient presents with history of insect bite to left hand three days ago with swelling and itching of left hand and also with vomiting x4-5 a day.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Otherwise negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Skin: Noted to be erythema and slight swelling of left third metacarpal joint. Extremities: Otherwise, within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema of the pharynx noted with 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Strep screen obtained was positive for strep.

DIAGNOSES: Insect bite left hand with local reaction and strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin to take for 10 days and also Zofran for nausea and vomiting with over-the-counter Benadryl. Follow up with PCP and p.r.n.
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
