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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. A 77-year-old white male that is followed in this practice because of the chronic kidney disease. He is a CKD stage IIIA. This patient has a lengthy history of diabetes mellitus. He has been following the recommendations and has been compliant and has not changed the body weight remains in 191 pounds. The serum creatinine reported on 04/28/2023 is 1.2, the BUN is 32 and the estimated GFR is 60 mL/min. The patient has normal liver function tests and albumin of 4.2.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus that has been well under control. He has hemoglobin A1c that is reported 7.1%.

3. The patient has a history of ischemic cardiomyopathy that is followed by Dr. Bhandare. He has AICD that is followed by the electrophysiology cardiologist. The patient is doing very well. He does not have any swelling in the lower extremities.

4. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control.

5. The patient has a history of hyperuricemia that is under control. He has not had any gout attacks. In general, very compliant patient that is doing very well. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
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
