History: Mr. McMurry is still working. Mr. McMurry’s A1c ranged from 6.7 to 6.2. He promised me that he is going to lose weight and he has lost about 12 pounds of weight. He is noncompliant in that we sent him a Cologuard, he kept it for more than one year and did not get it done and now the kit is expired. So, we are going to re-send the kit to him. He has chronic venous insufficiency both lower legs and he does not have any open wound, but he has severe stasis dermatitis also. I have advised the patient to increase his Lasix to 40 mg every day along with KCl 10 mEq once a day. Currently, he is on Lasix and potassium every other day. If the patient takes it every day, his edema would be much less and his blood pressure would be better. The patient understands plan of treatment. His lab work of January discussed again with the patient. The patient has refused to take any diabetes medicine because he states he has lost weight and he will do good just on diet. I will see him in the office in a month. Cologuard test kit will be sent again.
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
