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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 64-year-old Mexican male that is an end-stage renal disease patient that was undergoing evaluation for a kidney transplant. He was found with a malignancy in the left kidney, left nephrectomy was performed laparoscopically and he has right native kidney nephrolithiasis that has to be resolved before the kidney transplant. The patient is going to undergo the procedure in the first week of June, and they are requesting clearances from the nephrology point of view as well as the clearance from the cardiologist. From the nephrology point of view, this is very stable. Very compliant patient. The chemistry is always within range and we do not have problems controlling the phosphorus or controlling the potassium. The blood sugar has been under control. From the nephrology point of view, there is no contraindication for the procedure.

2. The patient has coronary artery disease that is evaluated and followed by Dr. Cook. The patient is advised to get an appointment with Dr. Cook with the idea of getting clearance for general anesthesia.

3. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

4. Hypertension that is under control.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. We usually follow these patients at the Kidney Center. Today, we are going to give the clearance and send it to Tampa to Dr. Hernandez and his physician assistant Elizabeth Norby.
