CC: Followup post oncology appointments.
HPI: An 81-year-old who has dementia that began is MCI and progressed at the end of last year continuing into this year after chemotherapy began. She has a history of ovarian cancer and breast cancer, on oral chemotherapy for both. She also has a colostomy secondary to colon resection for ovarian metastases. During her recent oncology visit, she returned back to the facility without an ostomy bag in place and the stoma was red and irritated with some bleeding. She now has the ostomy bag in place. There is some mild irritation around the stoma site but no active bleeding. She is pleasant and calm in good spirits, was interactive and smiled when I asked her about her oncology appointments but did not give any information.

DIAGNOSES: Dementia secondary to medication issues, ovarian cancer, breast cancer, colostomy secondary to intestinal resection secondary to metastatic disease, GERD, HTN, and HLD.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Arimidex 1 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Os-Cal b.i.d., Pepcid 20 mg b.i.d., chondroitin capsule q.d., MVI q.d., Pravachol 40 mg q.d., propranolol 80 mg q.d., and Ibrance 100 mg 21 days a month.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is quiet, pleasant, and seen in MC.
HEENT: Makes eye contact. Conjunctivae clear. Moist oral mucosa. Speech is soft volume, just says a few words at a time.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No LEE. Limbs move in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Oriented x2. Gives brief answers to basic questions but has clear short and long-term memory deficits. She is redirectable and answers questions if prompted.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R or G.

ABDOMEN: Ostomy bag with gas and soft form stool light brown. The stoma has some mild pinkness. No bleeding.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Ostomy with irritated stoma. Split ring ostomy pad is requested to protect the area so that it can heal.

2. Dementia unspecified likely secondary to ongoing chemotherapy. She is doing well in memory care.

3. Breast cancer/ovarian cancer. The patient is followed by Dr. Carla Kurkjian with Mercy Oncology and has quarterly followup.

4. General care. The patient’s son Lee has contact information should he have issues that he needs to address regarding his mother’s care.
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
