HPI: An 84-year-old seen in room. Both he and his wife in the afternoon are still in nightclothes on their recliners. They had gone to a wedding over the weekend and did not get back until Monday. They appeared to have quite a good time and were still tired from it. The patient states he had no significant change in his baseline pain, which was treated, He slept okay. He gets around independently and for distance he does have a walker. He has had some intermittent lower extremity edema not present today.

MEDICATIONS: Celexa 20 mg q.d, Lasix 40 mg q.d., gabapentin 300 mg t.i.d, Namenda 10 mg b.i.d, MVI q.d., KCl 20 mEq q.d., Seroquel 200 mg q.d., Flomax q.d., and tramadol 50 mg t.i.d.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 132/78, pulse 72, temperature 98.6, respirations 18, and weight 212.6 pounds, which is a weight loss of 16.6 pounds over the past year. BMI is still in target range.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He ambulates in his room independently with use of walker for distance and has no LEE.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with fair turgor.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x 2-3. Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. He always appears to be in command of his situation. He is pleasant in his interactions.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. HTN. Appears to be adequately controlled. No change.

2. Weight loss. He is still in target range but close to over target range. He is encouraged hydration and good diet. He appears to follow.
3. General care. He is due for annual labs So CMP and CBC ordered.
