The patient with a history of sore throat and cough since yesterday.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Sore throat x2 days with slight congestion x2 days as above, history of recent upper respiratory infection last month, treated with amoxicillin for 10 days because of possible strep exposure consistent.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Mild allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory except slight congestion and cough for the past several days.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflamed pharynx with increased size. Neck: Without adenopathy. Supple. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Strep screen came as positive for strep.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection, allergies with strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient will be given amoxicillin for 10 days again in view of history. Follow up as needed.
