Dear Doctors:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Hansen with stage IV chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and diabetic nephropathy.  His last visit was November 14, 2022.  His weight is stable and he reports that he has been feeling well since his last visit.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No bowel changes, blood, or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  He has stable dyspnea on exertion, none at rest.  No orthopnea or PND.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the losartan 50 mg twice a day in addition to his other routine medications.

Physical Examination:  Weight 173 pounds, blood pressure 118/56, and pulse 75.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on April 27, 2023, albumin 4.4, calcium is 9.5, his creatinine is 2.23, estimated GFR is 27 and he has had a level that high in May 2021 it was 2.25 also, but generally he runs a little closer to 2, the past two levels being 2.04 and 2.05, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 3.9, hemoglobin is 12.9 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:

1. Stage IV chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels and no uremic symptoms, no pericarditis, no encephalitis or encephalopathy.

2. Hypertension, which is well controlled.

3. Diabetic nephropathy, on oral medications, also controlled.  We will continue to follow labs monthly.  He should follow a low-salt diabetic diet and he will have a followup visit with this practice in five months.
