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NEW PATIENT EVALUATION

Patient Name: Lisa L. Willey

History: Ms. Lisa Willey is a 51-year-old white female who states she has not had any checkup in several years except two years ago or three years ago, she had seen Dr. Michael Jones and had a drop bladder, subsequently referred to Dr. Jansky who did total hysterectomy and a bladder sling was put in. The patient states because of this bladder sling she cannot lift too much weight.

She states besides hysterectomy and bladder sling, she has a scar over the lower right wrist of where she broke her bones and needed surgery with pins and screws over the right wrist. She states recently she has not felt good in that she has stress and headache and tension on the back of right side of the neck and fatigue. She states now she is menopausal and this hormone change could be giving her that problem. She states she has not had labs done at all in several years, so she is interested in exam and further labs.

Personal History: She is married. She has two children. Her husband is disabled because of multiple back surgeries done by Dr. Friedman in the neck and back. She works as a CNA at St. Joseph Manor. She has moved here from Maine about 10 years ago and has worked at different elderly places like Crestview, Watercrest and others. She states things are not as bad at Manor where she does not have to lift too many heavy patients. She states she just got started on this new insurance that they gave her. She does smoke half a pack of cigarettes a day. She does not drink alcohol and no drugs.

Physical Examination:

General: Ms. Lisa Willey to be a 51-year-old white female who is awake, alert and oriented, in no acute distress. She is not using any assistive device for ambulation. She is able to get on and off the examination table without difficulty. She is able to dress and undress for the physical exam without difficulty.
Vitals Signs: As in the chart.
Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light. The patient has xanthelasma over both upper eyelids.
Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.
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Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema. Her gait is normal.

She denies any chest pains or shortness of breath. She is advised to quit smoking. She needs further workup including labs, chest x-ray, mammogram, Cologuard, and EKG.

The Patient’s Problems are:

1. Headache.

2. Pain in the back of the neck.

3. Fatigue.

4. Tobacco use.

5. Status post hysterectomy.

6. Status post fracture of right wrist fixed by surgery.

The patient has not had any good workup in a longtime and is here to get some workup initiated. I will see her in the office in about 10 days after her labs. Mammogram request given. Cologuard kit will be sent. On return, the patient will need EKG.
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
