Mr. Lavelle is a 67-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. He has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, depression, anxiety, and several years ago, he had a biopsy of one of the nodules. This is over five years ago in Arizona. He reports benign pathology. He denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. He denies any compressive symptoms at the thyroid. He denies any palpitations or tremors. He denies any fatigue or significant changes in his weight.

Plan:
1. For his multinodular goiter, I have ordered a thyroid ultrasound to delineate his thyroid gland and assess for any thyroid nodules. The patient reports history of a thyroid nodule that was biopsied back in Arizona several years ago and the results were benign.

2. I will check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. I will also check a TPO antibody level and a thyroglobulin antibody level.

3. He was also noted to have hypercalcemia; therefore, I will look into this further. His current calcium level is 10.5 mg/dL; therefore, I will check PTH level, CMP, vitamin D level and ionized calcium level.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on atorvastatin 20 mg daily.

5. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.
