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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of an 82-year-old African American male that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient had a laboratory done on 05/08/2023, the serum creatinine is 1.2, the BUN is 24 and the estimated GFR is 57 mL/min. The protein creatinine ratio is consistent with 149 mg/g of creatinine, which is within expected range.

2. The patient has a history of BPH evaluated by the urologist. TURP was done.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure at the present time is 153/54. Continue with the same prescription.

4. The patient is no longer anemic. In the last CBC that was done on 05/08/2023, the hemoglobin was 13.5 and the hematocrit was 40.5.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is within expected range.

6. The patient is complaining of unsteady feet. He is followed by the cardiologist, Dr. Sankar. The evaluation has been negative according to what the patient reports. The patient is advised to go back to the primary physician Dr. Nelson and, since there is unsteadiness when he walks, evaluation should be done and, for that reason, I suggested the evaluation with the primary. From the nephrology point of view, the patient is very stable. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
