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1. RD, 19-year-old young lady with a stuffy nose and sore throat. Swab test negative. Treated with Claritin and Flonase, doing great today. She was very happy with the care received.
2. SC, 60-year-old female. She has chills, vomiting and diarrhea. IV fluids given. Rocephin, Decadron and Tylenol for sinusitis and URI. The patient also had a very low platelet. She was told to follow up. Platelet count was 29,000. The patient was happy with the care received and she has an appointment on Friday with her doctor.

3. GC, 7-year-old with headache. Diagnosed with migraine headaches, was told to see the ophthalmologist and was happy with the care received. Mother likes Dr. A very much.
4. DB, is a 25-year-old with a boil on her back, did not require I&D. She was told to use warm compress. Sent home with Motrin and clindamycin. Left message for the patient to call me back.

5. KO, is an 8-year-old with vomiting off and on. Given Zofran in the ER. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with tonsillitis. Sent home with Zofran and Amoxil. Left message for mother to call me back.

6. MT, is a 68-year-old with abdominal pain for two months, history of COPD, hypertension, and diabetes. Vitals stable. Treated with Toradol, Zofran and Protonix in the emergency room. CBC, CMP, guaiac test, CT, and urinalysis all were within normal limits. Diagnosed with IBS. The patient states that he liked Dr. A very much. His family had been to here before that is why he came back because they always get “great care”. He was diagnosed with IBS and was told to follow up with his physician.

7. PS, is a 40-year-old male with lightheadedness and dizziness. IV fluid given. Tylenol in the emergency room for headache. Diagnosed with dehydration. CBC, CMP, UDS, and urinalysis negative. Specific gravity was 1020. He was sent home with volume depletion. No mention of inner ear issues. Left message for the patient to call me back. No message of inner ear issue or exam by Dr. A regarding the dizziness. Left message for the patient to call me back.
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8. DW, 49-year-old male with knee pain fell on concrete. X-ray is negative. Blood sugar 239 because the patient was off his medication. Dr. A educated him regarding diabetes medication. Sent home with diclofenac. He was given Motrin in the ER and he was very happy with the care received.

9. MQ, 57-year-old with leg pain, knee pain, and DJD diagnosed after x-rays were done. Toradol 60 mg, Neurontin and Medrol Dosepak was prescribed. The patient is happy.

10. AD, is a 70-year-old with shortness of breath, diagnosed with strep, allergic rhinitis, sinusitis, treated with Augmentin, Flonase and albuterol and sent home.

11. EE, 31-year-old with history of migraine headache. Given Benadryl and Toradol. CBC and CMP negative. Still with pain. No response to Flexeril and Naprosyn. She was happy with Dr. A, but has an appointment to see her regular physician because she is still having pain. 

12. WR, is a 33-year-old woman with abdominal pain, headache and nausea with history of chronic back pain. She was given Toradol in the emergency room. CBC, UPD, urinalysis, swab testing, chest x-ray, and STD testing were done. Given Motrin and Zofran. The patient apparently had history of back pain for sometime. Left message for the patient to call me back regarding her experience.

13. DW, 23-year-old female with history of HSV with an outbreak treated with Valtrex 1 g a day for 14 days. She was happy with the care received.

14. VH, is a 26-year-old with abdominal pain. Blood pressure was 160/99. Pregnant seven weeks. Urinalysis negative. OB ultrasound negative. Diagnosed with constipation. Given Fleets enema and sent home.
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
