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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old white male that has a history of left nephrectomy related to renal cell carcinoma and partial nephrectomy on the right side related to the same. Lately, the patient has developed hypercalcemia and this hypercalcemia has been treated with the administration of Zometa every four weeks. Whether or not, the patient has a relapse of the disease is unknown, but it is a likely situation. The patient refused to go back to the Moffitt Cancer Center. Dr. Riaz is following him. He was getting immunotherapy; however, he could not tolerate it and he decided to stop the use of this modality. He has remained with the same kidney function; the serum creatinine is 1.63 and the estimated GFR is 42 mL/min. The calcium is 11.3.

2. Hypercalcemia. This hypercalcemia could be related to the renal cell carcinoma. Whether or not, we can give Zometa every three weeks in order to avoid the peak and valley of the hypercalcemia and be able to preserve kidney function is going to be requested to Dr. Riaz who is the oncologist.

3. The patient has a history of hyperuricemia that is under control.

4. Coronary artery disease status post CABG and multiple stents.

5. Aortic stenosis status post TAVR.

6. Atrial fibrillation status post WATCHMAN procedure.

7. Polycythemia that could be also related to the kidney situation and the patient has had two phlebotomies during the last year.

8. The patient states that once he stopped the immunotherapy he is feeling better, he is not as dizzy and his balance has been getting progressively better. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
