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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 63-year-old white male that we have been following in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage III. The serum creatinine remains 1.6, the BUN is 27 and estimated GFR is 46 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. There is no activity in the urinary sediment.

2. History of arterial hypertension. His current blood pressure is 102/54.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The serum cholesterol is 179 with triglycerides of 133, HDL cholesterol 60, and LDL is 96.

4. Intact PTH was not performed. Protein creatinine ratio is 57, albumin creatinine ratio 3, vitamin D 47, and uric acid 7.1. The patient is in a stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in one year with laboratory workup.
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
