BREWER, ELIZABETH
This is an 89-year-old woman who is being recertified for hospice today with diagnosis of endstage pulmonary fibrosis. Other morbidities include CVA, heart failure, cardiac valve disorder, esophageal mass, anemia, achalasia, decreased appetite, weight loss, and severe muscle wasting. Given the patient’s current issues and problems, the patient has definitely worsened. She is now bedbound. She is totally ADL dependent. She sleeps about 18 to 20 hours a day. She has a KPS score of 40% and is totally dependent 6/6 ADLs. The patient requires family and requires help from nurses and then hospice aides to care for the patient at home. The patient is only tolerating soft and pureed diet. The patient has decreased appetite with protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting. The patient has lost 5.5 pounds since last certification. Overall, the patient has lost 30 pounds since on hospice. The patient weighs less than 80 pounds at this time. The patient is weak, has difficulty with any type of gripping or any activity. The patient is developing contractures over the lower extremity. KPS score is 40% as I mentioned and the patient is very much hospice appropriate and expected to die within six months.
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
