BLYTHE, JOSHUA
This is a 48-year-old gentleman, lives with his wife who is also dying of ovarian cancer at home. They are both on hospice currently. Joshua has a history of COPD, O2 dependency, endstage with air hunger, severe anxiety, and chronic pain. The patient is sleeping now majority of the day. He has a KPS score of 50%. He requires help around the clock of the hospice aides and nurses. They have provided services which is able to allow him to stay home at this time. He requires change in position every two hours to reduce chances of developing ulceration. He has protein-calorie malnutrition, muscle wasting, O2 dependency, air hunger and anxiety. The patient is on chronic pain medication around the clock. He has lost weight. He has a childlike appetite and portions. Because of weight loss, he has lost muscle. He suffers from severe muscle wasting. He requires a wheelchair for mobility, but he stays in bed most of the time. As I mentioned, he lives with his wife who is also dying of cancer. The patient remains hospice appropriate, expected to die within six months given the decline we have noticed in his condition.
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
