FACE-TO-FACE

A 40-year-old woman with history of stroke and initially came on hospice with left-sided weakness. During the face-to-face, we have noticed that she has lost another 5 pounds. She is not eating very well even though she has been fed by her caregiver at the group home where she resides.

Her right-sided weakness is now much more profound than initially even through she has the left-sided weakness, she is also weak on the right side. Her speech which was garbled is a lot more difficult to understand. She has had multiple urinary tract infections and multiple TIAs which I think contributing to her symptoms.

The patient requires help with her ADL with the help of the gentleman that stays with her who is her primary caregiver.

Her KPS remains at 40%. Given her recurrent urinary tract infections, decreased mentation, weight loss, weakness on the strong side which is the right side and early contractures on the left side, the patient remains hospice appropriate and is expected to live less than six months given her endstage history of CVA.
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
