She is already taking Zyrtec on regular basis. Last night, she developed high fever of 104 and she started having severe leg pains per mother. She has had no nausea or vomiting. She is alert. She is awake. She had no respiratory distress. She is non-toxic appearing and appears very happy and non-toxic at this time.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsillectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Zyrtec and Histex.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID Immunizations: None. Regular Immunizations: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No exposure to smoking. Lives with mother and father.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Fever, body aches, headache, stomachache yesterday and today her fever is gone. She is eating. She has had breakfast. No nausea or vomiting. She is playful and non-toxic.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 47 pounds. O2 sat 100%. Temperature 98. Respirations 16. Pulse 106.

HEENT: TMs are not red. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Flu test today is positive.

2. Treat with Tamiflu.

3. Continue with Histex.
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4. Continue with Zyrtec.

5. Tachyphylaxis discussed with family. They are going to switch to Claritin for a while, then go back to Zyrtec if needed.

6. Come back if she is not better.

7. We did not do a urinalysis because she did not want to give us a sample.

8. Because she did have a positive flu, we will treat that at this time.
