CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of cough and congestion for the past three days. Also, complaining of right lower chest pain with cough and fever of 99.9 and also headache diffuse.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Has had bronchitis resolution last nearly six weeks ago and now presenting with similar symptoms, states a cousin has been sick and he saw.

SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: In third grade at Tarkington Elementary School.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Afebrile. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal erythema. Neck: 1+ adenopathy without tenderness. Lungs: Few scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

Strep test was obtained, which was negative.

IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection with questionable pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given a prescription for Zithromax and Bromfed DM for cough. Follow up as needed.
