Melissa Moccia-Patton was seen for followup in the recent past.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

3. Nodular goiter.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.075 mg daily.

On this visit, she felt well and has no specific symptoms suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 122/68, weight 168 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent thyroid function tests satisfactory with TSH of 0.74.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, currently well compensated on her current dosage of levothyroxine replacement.

I have advised no change on current medication program and recommend routine followup visit in one year.
