HISTORY: This is a 39-year-old gentleman here for a followup.

Christopher has a history of opioid use disorder, currently on Suboxone. He is here for followup for this condition and medication refill. He states that since his last visit, he visited a dental clinic because of dental issues and was prescribed Tylenol No. 4. He states he did not bring the bottle with him.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 135/76.

Pulse 126.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.6.
HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Medication refill.

PLAN: In the clinic today, we did urine drug screen. Urine drug screen was positive for benzodiazepine and Suboxone.
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PMP AWARxE review showed the patient received Tylenol No. 4, but Codeine was not present in his drug screen. In the past, the patient has been positive before for benzodiazepine, for THC while on the program, he was warned on each occasion about taking unauthorized substances while on the program and counseled on these occasions. Today, I will refer the patient to a drug abuse specialist for rehabilitation I will go ahead and give him his Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, he will take one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days, #60. I gave him the prescription in order to prevent him from going through withdrawal. I strongly advised to call and keep appointment with the specialists, so that he can be counseled and treated for substance abuse. He states he is comfortable with that plan and will comply.

He was given the opportunities to ask questions and he states he has none, but did state that he is in the process of moving to another state and states he was stressed out because of the move and that is why he did take some benzodiazepine. He was strongly encouraged to contact the consultant for a followup.
