The patient presents with history of temperature of 100.5, pulling on ears, gets better and then worse for the past week.

PRESENT ILLNESS: 100.3 yesterday with fever for the past few days with slight cough and congestion. Temperature increase today. Goes to daycare, has been sick frequently since going there.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative other than more frequent upper respiratory infections for the past several months.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory other than daycare.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature 99.8. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Minimal erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and flu tests, both were negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral upper respiratory infection.

PLAN: Parents were advised to observe with temperature precautions with followup as needed. Continue with routine followup with Texas Children’s pediatrician.
