SUBJECTIVE: This patient is seen today for followup. She has a recent eye infection. No shortness of breath. No cough. No congestion. Her eyes feeling better and eye secretions are much better. The patient denies any headache or dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: She had a history of GERD, history of depression, anxiety disorder, and ambulatory dysfunction. She has a recent conjunctivitis. She also has history of hyperlipidemia, history of coronary artery disease, history of previous CVA, hyperparathyroidism in the past, and history nonspecific polyclonal gammopathy.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness. No ear or nasal congestion. Eyes secretions much better.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: No pain.

Genitourinary: No hematuria.

Neuro: No syncope. No seizure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 102/63, pulse 72, temperature 98.6, respiration 18, and pulse ox 96%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric and some congestion noted both eyes. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and cooperative.

LABS: No recent lab. A previous lab done was in January, sodium 129, potassium 3.7, chloride 104, BUN 23, and creatinine 1.2.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Recent conjunctivitis.

2. History of hip fracture.

3. Polyclonal gammopathy.

4. Primary hyperparathyroidism.

5. History of previous CVA.
