The patient is seen with complaints of congestion, runny nose, stuffed up and throat hurting for the past two days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, sore throat, and sinus pain for two days and increased cough at night.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: S/P ASD, soft palate repair also.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Inflammation of pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Strep screen performed was negative.
The patient requested Rocephin and dexamethasone injections, also given Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis, upper respiratory infection and pharyngitis.

PLAN: Follow up as needed and routine followup with cardiologist.
