Dear Dr. Ball:

This is a followup for Mrs. Krapohl likely with diabetic nephropathy, proteinuria and preserved kidney function.  She has no evidence of nephrotic syndrome.  Serology was negative for antinuclear antibodies and complement levels. No evidence of nephrotic syndrome.  Negative hepatitis B and C, HIV, and rheumatoid factor.  No gross blood in the urine or cells or inflammatory activity.  The advice is to control diabetes the best as possible, minimize or stop all antiinflammatory agents.  She was using ibuprofen and aspirin for migraines.  Increase the lisinopril dose as tolerated recently from 5 mg to 10 mg.  We will check potassium, creatinine and blood pressure and trying to keep it as high full dose 40 mg if able.  Continue the use of other diabetic medications including Jardiance.  I do not see an indication for a renal biopsy.  She is going to get consultation with neurology to see if they can help with alternative medication for migraine.  All issues discussed with the patient at length.  This was a prolonged visit.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
