This is a history and physical examination on Nimesh Bhakta.

This 41-year-old Asian male chews tobacco for last 20 years and alcohol occasionally. Denies any drug allergies. He is here with history of recently diagnosed squamous cell carcinoma of the floor of the mouth.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient went to dentist because of a growth in the floor of the mouth anteriorly. Biopsy was done by the dentist it came back as a moderately well differentiated squamous cell carcinoma. The patient also had loose tooth on the same side.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He has been healthy.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 10 inch tall, weighing 241 pounds, and blood pressure is high at 162/109 repeat was 150/96. He says normal blood pressure is usually 140/80.
Eyes/ENT: Floor of the mouth on left side there is a lesion fungating about 4x3 cm in size and almost at jaw line and it is making the teeth loose.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sound active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSIS: Squamous cell carcinoma of the base of the mouth in the gum.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and do a CT scan of the head, neck, chest, and abdomen make sure that the disease is localized and he is already schedule to see a head and neck surgeon day after tomorrow so we will keep that appointment.
