History: Ms. Gilmore was seen today. She does have some peripheral vascular disease affecting her right leg, but there is no blockage. Some atherosclerosis is present. She had this problem before too and was given cilostazol for a while and then she stopped taking it. The patient does have a palpable pulse. She has scanty hair over the right leg. There is no open wound over the right leg. She has not lost any further weight. Her yeast vaginitis is improved. The patient has hard time getting medicines on her insurance. She states the Farxiga that I prescribed for her would cost her $1000 for 90 days or even $100 for 30 days and she states she cannot afford it. I started her on Tresiba 25 units a day and I increased it to 35 units a day. I gave her a sample of U-200 Tresiba Pen today. The patient is on glimepiride as well as metformin, so I told her to hold off the metformin, but gave her samples of one month of Synjardy 25/1000 mg to take one a day. I told her serial exams necessary because I am trying to give her samples and see which one would work best for her. The patient understands plan of treatment.
