History: Mr. Hill was seen today. Mr. Hill was going to get colonoscopy done for stool iFOB positive, but it so happened that the patient had bradycardia and almost passed out and had a syncopal spell for which reason he was seen at Scott & White Emergency Room and had a pacemaker defibrillator put in by Dr. Cohen. He was initially seen by Dr. Larson and then referred to Scott & White cardiologist who puts the pacemaker defibrillator, so the colonoscopy is on the back burner till the cardiologist releases him for that. The patient has an appointment to see the cardiologist for the pacemaker and all on 06/07/23 at which time he will get the clearance for the colonoscopy. The patient was seen with right lumbar radiculopathy and needed one shot in the back with improvement. The patient, however, now has some pain on the left side, but he is walking fair. It has been long since we checked his hemoglobin, so I have ordered some CBC, CMP and A1c and I will see him in the office in middle of June. So, I have several issues that I have discussed today, the need for colonoscopy for stool iFOB positive, the history of lumbar radiculopathy, which were treated with a shot of steroid in the back especially on the right side, now has pain on the left side and waiting for cardiac clearance from Scott & White cardiologist.
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
