History: Ms. Ayers was seen today. Ms. Ayers was using the bathroom more often and I cultured her urine. Her urine culture did not show any infection and I told her that sometimes the frequency of urination is secondary to her sugars though her A1c is about 7. The patient had seen the retina surgeon for a vitreous hemorrhage in the right eye. The patient had vitrectomy and states since she had the vitrectomy, her vision is much improved in the right eye and much better than in the left eye. In the left eye, she is able to see, but has some retinal edema and nonproliferative diabetic retinopathy and Dr. Wells suggested doing a fluorescein angiography of the left eye and the patient refused to get some dye put in that would go to her eyes. She states she understands the consequences and wants to wait. I told her I am not much of a retina specialist, but I would do what the retina specialist asked her to do, but the patient at this time states she understands, she believes in God and she does not feel like this is the time for her to get some dyes injected to do the eye test. So, I did discuss the importance of blood sugar control. I told her to stay away from sweets and desserts. The patient understands plan of treatment. Her blood pressure was in good control.
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
