History: Ms. Boney had a right knee replacement surgery done. She has done well following her right knee replacement. She states cold weather makes the right knee stiff. She states just recently from nowhere she has noticed her boot legs are developing some edema. Med list reconciled and the patient is on 10 mg amlodipine and that can cause leg edema. Recently, I have had several patients who are getting generic amlodipine 10 mg and are coming up with lot of leg edema. I have told her I am going to have to make it to a new prescription of amlodipine 5 mg. She is also on valsartan 160 mg. I told her we are going to increase her valsartan to 160/12.5 mg to take twice a day. This should definitely help with leg edema. Since we have changed the valsartan to 160/12.5 mg twice a day, the patient is at least getting 25 mg of hydrochlorothiazide. I may give her 40 mg Lasix if it does not get better. So, medicine changes done. Med list reconciled. The patient has no chest pains and no shortness of breath. We will see her in the office in a month.
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
